City Tree Board sprouts new mission 
   The Branson Tree Board, established 15 years ago by the Board of  
Aldermen to develop a tree management program for the city, has taken on 
new members and enthusiasm to beautify Branson. The board, composed of 
local residents, will develop a tree management program for public property 
and provide education to citizens on the importance of trees in our  

community. Board members have plans to sponsor a community-wide tree event this fall.    

New pavement markings for streets 
   As part of the improvement program for streets, the city will be acquiring the equipment 
to install both paint and thermoplastic pavement markings on roadways. Thermoplastic 
material has an extremely longer life than normal marking paint and although higher in 
initial cost, it will eventually result in significant cost savings.   

Federal grant gets new fire vehicle  
    The Branson Fire Department received a federal grant to purchase a new water  
transport truck that will increase the ability to fight fires located away from fire hydrants 
and other water sources. The new water tender apparatus has a capacity of 2,200 gallons 
compared to just 500 gallon capabilities for other fire trucks. Ninety-five  percent of the 

$198,500 cost is coming from an Assistance to Firefighters Grant.           

Ironman rolls into Branson 
   For the first time in its history, the City of Branson will be 
hosting the Ironman 70.3 next month.  In fact, this will be the 
first Ironman 70.3 to be held in Missouri. The city is expecting 
about 5,500 athletes and spectators for the event Sunday,  
September 19. Already, some 1,300 athletes from 40 states and 
six countries have already registered to participate. Ironman 
consists of a 1.2 mile swim, a 56 mile bike course and 13.1 mile 
run.
