Fall Creek extension stays on schedule

In September, Fall Creek Road north of Highway 76 will be open to traffic and pro-
vide another major north /south thoroughfare through Branson. When completed, the three
lane road will extend north of Highway 76 and connect to Epps Rd at Roark Valley Rd. The
new Fall Creek Rd will allow motorists to travel from Highway 248 all the way south to MO
Highway 165 by the Fall Creek Steakhouse. Highway 165 continues to Table Rock Dam.

The Fall Creek Road construction also features a new way
of erosion prevention that is more aesthetic. The contractor has
started installing modular retaining walls to stabilize the rock
outcroppings on the north end of the project by Roark Valley.

The wall system s new to the Branson area, and when completed
will have a front face made completely of soil. There will be no
exposed concrete blocks. The wall will result in a green vegetated
surface that looks more attractive plus provides the needed rein-
forcement for the unstable rock.

FEMA to visit Branson Landing August 14
Officials from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) in Kansas City will conduct a Com-
munity Assistance Visit (CAV) to Branson on August 14. The visit is in response to a letter sent by city officials
in early April asking for resolution of a flood plain controversy at Branson Landing. The city asked for a quick
review of all the documentation sent to FEMA and for a FEMA visit to Branson Landing.
In March a former city employee alleged that city officials intentionally hid the flood risks of two Landing

building basements to help the Landingds devel oper obtain a ne
plain.. The employee claimed the buildings, which house Waxy O
flood proofed as required by FEMA.

The cityds position is that the buildings were constructed

before, during or after the Branson Landing development. The city has FEMA flood plain maps dating back to the
mid 1990s that show this land outside any floodplain.

FEMA representatives will tour the basements in question and review city documents and maps regard-
ing the Branson Landing floodplain. FEMA told city officials no decision will be made August 7, but their find-
ings will be reviewed and a report issued in the future.
